Faversham & District Friendly Junior Football Series



Rules, Constitution and Guidelines 2011 – 2012
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Aims & Principals
To provide structured competitive mini soccer for Young People to play based on the element of friendly activity where Winning is enjoyable, playing is of more importance but the enjoyment of the ‘beautiful game’ is the paramount.  This aim applies equally to parents, organisers, spectators and officials, as well as the young people participating. It should never be forgotten why the ‘Series’ is run! 

If you or any of your club participating in this Series doesn't fully support and act in accordance with the sentiment of our aim, then serious consideration should be given as to whether you are in the most suitable league for you.  We are not, nor boast to be the Premiership however, we aspire to be a family of local clubs and organisations who believe in the enjoyment of young people engaging in a sporting activity played in an environment free from discrimination, hatred and generic pressure in safe conditions. 

For everyone to enjoy the beautiful game then we first have to welcome and respect our opponents.  Our own enjoyment shouldn't be detrimental to those around us both in our team and others.  Junior football is about encouragement, skill development, social development, personal confidence as well as respect and discipline, not just who can kick a ball into a net the most times.  These can only be achieved by Governing bodies, parents, spectators, coaches and club organisers ensuring that these aims and principals are maintained. 

Rules
Rule 1 - Series Constitution

1.1
The competition shall be known as the Faversham and District Friendly Junior Football Series (FDFJFS) hereafter referred to as ‘The Series’

1.2
The Series will consist of member clubs who will have full equality and responsibilities.
1.3
The Series will apply annually for sanction to the Kent County Football Association, to include organised cup competitions and / or tournaments.

1.4
All member clubs are mandated to be affiliated to the Kent County Football Association by correct application of KCFA form “D” within the prescribed timescale.
1.5
Member clubs are permitted to play in other competitions provided it is not at the detriment of ‘The Series’

1.6
Should the Series cease to continue, all assets will be equally divided to all member clubs as of the previous Annual General Meeting following any settlements to creditors, with no liability to members.

Rule 2 - Series Management

2.1
The primary management of the Series will be conducted by the member clubs through democratic adoption of rules, constitution and business at the Annual General Meeting to be held no later than 2 (two) calendar months after the last competitive match of the previous season. All applications for membership must be received prior to the Annual General meeting where divisions will be agreed to achieve Rules 5.7, 5.8 and 5.9 below.
2.2
The day to day management of the Series will be carried out by the ‘Executive Management Committee’ hereafter known as ‘The Committee’.
2.3
The Committee will comprise of the following members who will be known as ‘Officers of the Series’ hereafter known as ‘The Officers’- Chairperson, Vice Chairperson, General Secretary, Treasurer, Discipline Officer(s), Series Welfare Officer, Hon Divisional Secretary, Registration Secretary and Fixture Secretary, all to be elected annually at the Annual General Meeting by member clubs.
2.4
Roles and Responsibilities:-
2.4.1
The Chairperson - will be responsible for the management of all General Meetings and any other meeting called that is not the direct responsibility of any other officer but will have automatic membership to all.  The Chairperson will ensure at all times that any meeting is fair and that all attendee’s have a chance to express his or her views. The Chairperson has the right to guillotine, at any point should he / she feel that no further advancement of the subject can be achieved, and is duty bound to arrange, and organise and ballot should it become necessary.  In the event of any such ballot, the Chairperson will have the right to vote according to his / her individual belief however, should the ballot be tied the Chairperson will have a casting vote to decide an outcome.
2.4.2
The General Secretary (hereafter known as ‘The Secretary’) -  will be responsible for the day to day management of the Series working within the parameters set by the Committee as above, the secretary will be responsible for liaison with the KCFA and is the only person who will deal with the governing authority as far as league issues are concerned.
2.4.3
Divisional Secretary - will be responsible for the day-to-day management of all the Divisions, working within the parameters set by the Committee as above.  This will include the processing of the match MINS, team updates, and divisional website management. They will liaise with Team Manager’s to ensure a seamless process throughout the season. For these services to the Series an honorarium of £50 (fifty pounds) will be provided from central funds. 
2.4.4
The Registration Secretary - will manage all registration for the Series and will have ultimate sanction for player’s participation within the Series.  He / She will work and liaise closely with the members of the committee via the Discipline Officer(s) to determine breaches of these rules identified.
2.4.5
The Treasurer - is responsible for all the financial management of the Series.  The treasurer will advise the committee at the earliest opportunity of any concerns related to monies or finance.  The treasurer will ensure that adequate signatories are in place.  The Treasurer, for adoption at the Annual General Meeting, will prepare an Annual Report.

2.4.6
The Discipline Officer – is responsible for coordinating and chairing all matters relating to disputes and Series Discipline.  He / She shall call meetings as required and formulate the discipline committee who shall be made up of 1(one) representative of every member club, and whom may co-opt any Executive Committee member as deemed necessary.  The Discipline Officer will publish any findings or awards through the website via the secretary.
2.4.7
The Series Welfare Officer - is responsible for ensuring that all member clubs have, and liaise with, Welfare Officers. He / She will act as the official liaison between the Series and the governing body namely the Kent County Football Association (KCFA).  The Welfare Officer has to be qualified for the position and additionally he / she must ensure that all committee members have the necessary clearances.
2.4.8
Fixture Secretary – is responsible for Arranging League and cup fixtures and rearranging any postponed Matches. He / She will be Texted on Match days to confirm the matches have been played and what the results are and send the results to the Divisional Secretary to update the website.

2.4.9
Vice Chairperson – Will Assist the Chairperson with his responsibilities and take over his responsibilities if the Chairperson is Unavailable.
2.5.1 All General Meetings will be called in accordance to these rules with at least 14 days notice to all member clubs.
Rule 3 - Disputes and Discipline
3.1
The Series’ Clubs should pride themselves on their ability to deal with any disagreements in a ‘grown up’ and 
sensible manner.  However if something cannot be resolved amicably then disputes should in the first instance, be addressed to the Disciplinary Committee Chairman.  A decision will be made and translated to the relevant parties.  Decisions will be made in line with the priorities of the ‘Series’ and will refer to the FA for guidance and 
authority where necessary.

3.2
Membership of this committee will be from volunteers of member clubs (1(one) representative), details of which will be circulated separately.  The Discipline Officer reserves the right to co-opt others as necessary (2.4.5 above refers).
3.3
The Series will not operate any financial sanction against any member club however, Discipline and league 
points are award options.  Ultimate award will be team and / or club exclusion from the Series which will be 
conducted in such a manner that it will be by ballot and a general meeting and will be by unanimous decision. The club who is the subject of the disciplinary hearing will Not have voting rights on this matter only. 

3.4
A separate list of disciplinary transgressions and awards will be reviewed annually
and adopted at the Annual General Meeting.  This list will be known as Annex ‘A’ and will form part of the Series constitution and rules.
Rule 4 - Meetings and Voting Rights

4.1
Series meetings will be held at the discretion of the Series Chairman. Open discussion will be encouraged, but if in the opinion of the Chairman, consensus cannot be reached in any matter, voting will take place.

4.2
Special General Meetings can be called by member clubs providing that:-

· It is called by not less that 5(five) member Clubs.

· At least 2(two) members of the Executive Committee are present.

· Any such meeting will be called with at least 14 days notice.
4.3
The arrangements for votes should they become necessary are as follows:-
· 1 vote per Club is allowed on issues that concern the whole ‘Series’.

· 1 vote per Club represented in the respective Division on issues that concern only that Division.

· ‘Series’ Chairman has the deciding vote in the event of equal votes.

Rule 5 - Series Structure

5.1
The Series will play mini soccer, as per FA rulings and will cater all age groups in a structured league basis.

5.2
Rule 5.1 above applies with the exception of Under 7’s & Under 8’s, whereby the Series will organise a fixture list of Friendly matches whereby no records of results or league formats will be kept.  In addition the Series will arrange friendly festivals for this age group should member clubs desire.
5.3
Teams may be made up of both male and female players up to and including Under 13’s.  Under 14’s and above will only be permitted same sex sides.

5.4
Age Groups catered for will be:-


· U7s,   dates of birth not before 31/8/04  School Year 2 and must have passed their 6th Birthday
· U8s,   dates of birth not before 31/8/03  School Year 3

· U9s,   dates of birth not before 31/8/02  School Year 4

· U10s, dates of birth not before 31/8/01  School Year 5 

· U11s, dates of birth not before 31/8/00  School Year 6 

· U12s, dates of birth not before 31/8/99  School Year 7

· U13s, dates of birth not before 31/8/98  School Year 8
· U14s, dates of birth not before 31/8/97  School Year 9

· U15s, dates of birth not before 31/8/96  School Year 10

5.5
Every Member Club can enter into one, all or any combination of the age Divisions.

5.6
Every Member Club can enter more than 1(one) team in any division however, when this is the case all players registered are not eligible to play in any other team unless correct transfer regulations have been approved by the Divisional Secretary.

5.7
Each Division will ideally comprise of a maximum of 8(eight) teams, playing each other twice (Home and Away) ultimate decisions will be confirmed at the Annual General Meeting.
5.8
Where divisions have more than 8(eight) teams the division will be split into equal numbers and ‘Red’ & ‘Blue’ Series will be formulated.
5.9
Division Sizes will determine the number of matches played.
5.10
The 2011-2012 season will run from 17th September 2011 to May 2012.
5.11
There will be a Christmas & New Year Break.  Following matches on 10th December 2011 the Series will reconvene on Saturday 7th January 2012.
5.12
All matches will be played on Saturday mornings unless agreed by both Clubs to play at another time following sanction by Divisional Fixture Secretary.

5.13
All matches will be confirmed by the home side no later than Tuesday prior to the
match.

5.14
No telephone communications to any party will be tolerated after 21:00hrs.
5.15
Pre-Match - Fixture cancellation or postponement:-
5.15.1
If any club is unable to play a pre-determined fixture, notification must be given by the home team (regardless of who postpones the match) to the Divisional Secretary, the club will also need to inform the League Fixture Secretary.
5.15.2
Matches will not be postponed because players are unavailable for what ever reason. However if a team has four or more players unavailable due to sickness or school commitments then matches may be postponed providing, the correct procedure is followed as Rule 5.15:1 above.

5.15.3
Match rearrangements will be scheduled by the league Fixture Secretary.
5.15.4
If any side cannot muster a full team but have 6 (six) players available (8 (eight) Players for under 11’s and above), contact must be made with the opposing side to agree a 6-a-side (8-a-side for Under 11’s and above) match prior to travelling. If consensus cannot be agreed a written report from BOTH sides will be forwarded to the Disciplinary Officer for sanction and match award(s).
5.16
Weather Postponements:-
5.16.1
The home side will determine if weather conditions make the match unplayable. A decision should be made and the opponent’s manager told ASAP or as early on the morning of the match day as possible to minimise unnecessary travel. Please consider delaying kick off times when there is likely to be a heavy frost rather than cancelling due to frozen pitch early in the morning.

5.16.2
Postponed matches due to weather Rule 5.15.3 above applies.
Rule 6 - Member Clubs 
6.1
Rule 1.4 above is mandatory therefore no member club is permitted to play another if Rule 1.4 is not adhered.
6.2
All Club Secretaries to supply a current e-mail address for regular correspondence and a postal address for other correspondence of all managers and Officials.
6.3
The continuing membership of all existing clubs will be proposed at the Series AGM. If there are any objections to their membership, there will be a secret vote by all member clubs.  Clubs will need a simple majority to remain members. 

6.4
Any new club wishing to join the Series will need to be proposed from any existing members.  If there are any objections to their membership, there will be a secret vote by all member clubs.  Clubs will need a simple majority to join as members.  This does not necessarily have to happen at the AGM but the practicalities of organising a vote may mean that membership has to be delayed until such time as an appropriate meeting can be arranged. 

6.5
Application for Membership forms must be completed and fees paid before 1st August 2011.
6.6
No Club may enter any competition until all subscriptions have been paid.
Rule 7 - Series Membership Subscriptions

7.1
Each Club must pay a ‘Series’ Membership Subscription of £25.
7.2
Additional to Rule 7.1 above an additional £25 subscription for each team entered into any division, to be known as the Team Entry Fee. Under 7s and Under 8s will only need to pay £15 

7.3
No Club may enter competition until all subscriptions have been paid.
Rule 8 - Match & Series Determination of Winners

8.1
The Champions of each division will be the side with the most points at the end of the season.

8.2
If points are equal at the end of the season, the winners will be decided by a one off head-to-head match between the relevant teams if necessary to be decided on a penalty shoot out if the match is tied at full time as defined in Rule 14.4 below. In the unlikely event of there still not being clear winners, the Championship will be shared. 

8.3
Points will be awarded as follows; 3 points for a win, 2 points each for a draw, 1 point for a loss.
Rule 9 - Series Withdrawal

9.1
If any team withdraws from their division, and have not played against each of the other teams at least once, then all their matches will be awarded, as a walkover to their opponents and a no score win will be recorded.

9.2
If any team withdraws and they have completed at least one match against each of the other teams, then these results stand, but all the return matches will be awarded to their opponents, as a walkover and a no score win will be recorded, even if some of them have already been played. 

9.3
No ‘Series’ membership subscriptions will be refunded following withdrawal. 

Rule 10 - Matches, Officials and Playing conditions
10.1 
The mandatory duration of matches in each division will be as follows:-

10.2
When matches between clubs involving different divisions have to be played after each other on the same day, 
they are played in age order, starting with the youngest age division, unless this has been clearly agreed upon by all involved team managers prior to the day of the match. 

10.3
Playing teams must:-                                          

· Each side must play a maximum of 7 players up to Under 10’s and a maximum of 9 for Under 11’s and above on the pitch at any one time.

· Substitutes can be made at any time with the permission of the referee.

· Excessive changing of Substitutes should be avoided so as not to break the flow of the play.  

· Substituted players may themselves be further substitutes.

· No team may have a match day squad greater than 12 (twelve) players for the 7-a-side matches up to Under 10’s and 14 (fourteen) Players for 9-a-side under 11’s and above.
· Each side must (in the opinion of the referee) wear noticeably different coloured shirts (and ideally socks), from each other.  In the event of a clash, the home team should change.

· Goalkeepers must wear a distinguishing playing strip.

· All players must have protective shin-guards otherwise they will be asked to leave the field of play.

· Only authorised kits may be played in however, the referee has the discretion to allow additional clothing (such as track suit bottoms, gloves etc) providing it is not dangerous. 

· Players should be competing against those from the same school year.

· No team shall have more than 3 players who are registered to play in any other league (for ANY club) in the match day squad.
· Have Goal Size- standard 7-a-side goals - 12ft by 6ft (3.6m by 1.8m) or for the 9-a-side recommended Goal size 16ft X 7ft (4.8m x 2.1m)
 

10.4
Referees - It is the responsibility of the home club to provide a referee for the match.  This can be a qualified official but the Series should also encourage involvement of competent coaches and parents so there is fuller appreciation of the role of the referee.  No referee can be the same person as that managing the side playing in the match. The referee should have no coaching responsibility of the teams playing immediately before, during or at half time in the match. 

10.5
The referee must provide any details required by the managers to complete the M.I.N.S.
10.6
Referees will be awarded a grading mark, to be endorsed on the MINS by both managers.  These grading marks are awarded in accordance to standard guidelines set by the referee’s committee of the F.A and should be marked out of a score of 100.  The markings are as follows:-
91-100
The referee was extremely accurate in decision making and very successfully controlled the game using management and communication skills to create an environment of fair play, adding real value to the game.  
81-90
The referee was very accurate in decision making and successfully controlled the game management and communication skills to create an environment of fair play.
71-80
The referee was accurate in decision making and controlled the game well, communicating with the players, making a positive contribution towards fair play.

 
61-70
The referee was reasonably accurate in decision making, controlled the game quite well and communicated with players, establishing a
reasonable degree of fair play.
51-60
The referee had some shortcomings in the level of accuracy of decision making and control, with only a limited success in communicating with the players resulting in variable fair play.
50 and Below
The referee had significant shortcomings in the level of accuracy of decision making and
control, with poor communication with the players resulted in low levels of fair play.
NOTE- 
When a mark of 60 and below a written explanation must be provided, failure to do so will result in the marking being amended to 70/100 by the Divisional Secretary and disciplinary points will be awarded as it is the responsibility of managers, club officials and the league as we have a duty of care to protect the valuable resources referee’s most certainly are as we could not compete without these dedicated people.
10.6
Assistant Referees may be used at the discretion of the match referee.

10.7
The Playing Area shall be in accordance with Law 1 of Mini Soccer:-

· Coned pitch markings are not acceptable.
· For 7-a-side up to Under 10s Have a Penalty Area 9m (10 yds) from goal line across the pitch with a box line of not less than 1.8m (2yds) from the sidelines. For 9-a-side Under 11’s and above The penalty area is 18 yards from each goal post and extends to the goal area line.
· Have Penalty mark 7.3m (8 yds) from goal line for the 7-a-side up to Under10’s and 11m (12yds) for the 9-a-side Under 11s and above.

· Have Goal Size- standard 7-a-side goals - 12ft by 6ft (3.6m by 1.8m) or for the 9-a-side recommended Goal size 16ft X 7ft (4.8m x 2.1m)
· Corner flags are optional.
· 3G Pitches are not acceptable unless its conformed that the Goal size and Pitch markings are correct for mini soccer.
Safety lines should be painted along both sides of the pitch to keep spectators and substitutes off the playing area. Ideally flexible posts and tape should be erected and where possible, the spectators' area should start two metre from the touchline on one side of the pitch.  This is good practice and should be encouraged.

10.8
No spectators, coaches, managers or substitutes should stand behind the goal lines at either end of the pitch.

 

10.9
The ball should be no larger than size 4, a size 3 for the U7s division is mandatory and optional for Under 8’s.

 

10.10 
Playing Rules for 7-a-side:-

Offside - There are no off sides


Fouls -
All free-kicks are direct. 

A deliberate back-pass is ignored in the U7s and U8s Divisions but results in a direct free kick, on the 10 yard line at the point the ball entered the penalty area, for the older age Divisions.

Free kicks and the re-starting of play - For all free-kicks opponents must be 5yards from the ball.

Penalty Kicks -
All deliberate fouls inside the area will be awarded with a penalty kick.  All players must remain outside the penalty area prior to the kick being taken.

Throw-ins - A goal cannot be scored direct from a throw-in, as in the laws of full 
sided football. Foul throws should be re-taken wherever possible with no other 
penalty, or allowed (especially in the younger age divisions) providing no undue
advantage is gained The referee should encourage learning rather than penalising.

(From Under 10s upwards a foul throw should be awarded to the other team).
Goal Kicks - A goal-kick can be taken from any point within the penalty area.  They can be kicked from the hand in the U7s, U8s and U9s Divisions but must be from the ground in the older age Divisions. 
Have Goal Size- standard 7-a-side goals - 12ft by 6ft (3.6m by 1.8m)
Pitch Size for Under 7’s and 8’s Length Max 45.75m (50yds) Min 27.45m (30yds) Width Max 27.45m (30yds) Min 18.30m (20yds)
Pitch Size for Under 9’s and 10’s Length Max 55.00m (60yds) Min 45.75m (50yds) Width Max 36.60m (40yds) Min 27.45m (30yds)
Playing Rules for 9-a-side:-

The game is for boys & girls who must be 10 as at midnight on 31/8/11, and under the age of 11 as at midnight on 31/8/11 (mixed football is allowed up until Under 13’s)

1. Team size should be 9 v 9. The playing area should be min length 70m, max length 80m x min width 40m, max width 50m. 

2. Normal FA offside rules will be used. For the avoidance of doubt this includes the FA rules on active and inactive players.

3. The penalty area is 18 yards from each goal post and extends to the goal area line.  

4. The goal size for the 9v9 under 11 age group will be 16ft x 7ft (4.8m x 2.1m). The acasport Portable iGoal and the Soccertackle uPVC Multi surface goals are deemed to be suitable and competitively priced goals to use. Please note we cannot emphasise enough the importance and responsibility that the clubs have to ensure that portable goals are either appropriately pinned or weighted down to prevent them toppling forward. 

5. The ball should be a size 4. 

6. A maximum of 5 substitutes may be used at any time with the permission of the game leader/ referee. Players may re-enter the game and all substitutes must have a period of play. Welfare digression.  

7. There is to be a maximum of 16 players registered at any one time in each team.

8. Players are required to wear shin-guards at all times 

9. A Referee should be allocated to every match. It is his decision as to whether he requires Assistant Referees to run the line. If Referee is qualified (14 years old and up) if not qualified then (16 years and up).

10. Duration of matches should be 2 periods of 30 minutes. With no-one playing more than 60 minutes per day. 

11. The kick off is taken in the centre of the playing area to start the game and after a goal has been scored. 

12. The free kick rule will apply as per 11 a side rules. ie both direct and indirect Free kicks will be awarded. 

13. Penalty kicks are taken from the penalty spot which is 12 yds (11m) opposite the centre of the goal 

14. Throw ins should be taken in the normal way. A foul throw will be given to the opponents. 

15. The opposition should be at least 10m away when a corner, free kick or goal kick is awarded. 

16. Goalkeepers can handle the ball in the penalty area and there are no restrictions on the number of steps they may take when holding the ball.  

17. Goal kicks must be taken from within the 6 yd goal area and must leave the penalty area before being touched. 

18. Back Pass rule does apply. In the event that the goalkeeper picks the ball up from a pass by his own team mate a indirect free kick shall be taken from the edge of the penalty area parallel with where the ball was picked up 

19. Common sense should prevail at all times. 

20. Except where otherwise provided above, the FDFJFS Constitution and the Laws of Association football will apply.

10.11
Misconduct - It is hoped that there should be no necessity for cautions, but the referee may ask the team manager to substitute a player in the event of persistent or dangerous foul play. If deemed necessary, the referee has the ultimate sanction of sending off a player. This should be reported on the MINS. 

Rule 11- Health & Safety / Child Protection and Facilities
11.1
The home team to provide a first-aider with a nationally recognised qualification. 

11.2
The home team to make available a fully equipped first Aid kit.
11.3
Toilet facilities must be provided for all matches. If none are available then ‘home’ match must be played at the 
ground of the away team. However, it will still be recorded as the home match in the normal way. This arrangement must be given with as much notice as possible to the away team, and at least one week before the scheduled date or the home team will concede the match no score lose. 
11.4
Every club has the right to prohibit photography and recording of any kind.  Away team managers must be informed of any local policy applicable. 

11.5
Further to Rule 11.4 above, the away team Manager is responsible for ensuring any such restrictions are adhered too.

11.6
No child will be approached or enter into dialogue with any other person from the opposition except for the referee during the control of the match.

11.7
The Series will adopt the principals of “Don’t cross the line” and therefore mandate all matches to be played within these principals however, the “Line” to determine the distance between the playing area and the spectator area will be two metres.  See rule 10.7.
Rule 12 - Post Match

12.1
Each club must complete a M.I.N.S. form with names of those who have played in each match.  All results to be texted through to Fixture Secretary between 14.00 and 18:30 on the Match day plus sent to the Secretary no later than 23:59:59hrs Wednesday following the match. It is acceptable for the away team to furnish a pre-prepared sheet to attach to the primary M.I.N.S. but the assessment section must be endorsed and signed accordingly.
12.2
Every section of the M.I.N.S. must be completed correctly.  It is hoped that the names of the scorers and the side’s ‘Player of the Match’ will also be added to these sheets. (This will allow a record to be kept for ‘Series’ stats and help with end of season club awards) but these sections are not classed as mandatory entries.
12.3
M.I.N.S. will be completed by both teams on match day and that any incident is reported on this for the attention of the Disciplinary Committee. Further details should then be sent via e-mail or post no later than midnight Thursday following the match
Rule 13 - Player Registration

13.1
All players will be registered with the Registration Secretary a minimum 2(two) weeks prior to the start of the season (using the appropriate registration form provided with the registration documents).  Players may be registered for 2(two) teams in any one club provided it is to be a ‘squad’ player for the age group (one) up from his / her primary team however, those young persons who qualify for the under 8’s division are not permitted to play in any under 9 competition, players who qualify for the Under 10’s are not permitted to play in the under 11’s as they are not allowed to play 9-a-side.  Registration must include name, date of birth and passport photographs and should indicate whether the player is registered to play in any other league (whether for the registering club or any other club).
13.2
No player can play for any other team in the same age division for a club who has more than 1(one) team.
13.3
The Series reserves the right to ask clubs to provide evidence of proof of age should it become necessary or where any challenge has been made to the discipline committee.

13.4
Any player found to be playing in a side whose registration is found to be faulty will be excluded with immediate 
effect and the team will be subject to a disciplinary award.
13.5
Players may transfer from one club to another or internally provided the transfer has been agreed by both clubs / teams and submitted in writing to the Registration Secretary and notification by the relevant secretary has been acknowledged.

13.6
No new player registration or Player Transfer will be accepted after Midnight 31st January 2011 unless in exceptional circumstances as sanctioned by the league committee.

13.7 Team squads shall contain a maximum of 14 players for 7-a-side and 16 players for 9-a-side.
13.8 Player Registration forms must be checked on Match days except for Under 7’s and Under 8’s
Rule 14 - Cup Competitions
14.1
All cup competitions will be played completely adhering to the rules of “Mini Soccer”.
14.2
All games will be decided over 1(one) leg (NO REPLAYS).
14.3
Any game ending in a draw after the regulation period will be decided by a penalty shoot out, with NO EXTRA TIME.

14.4
Penalty Shoot outs will be decided by 5 (five) penalties each side. If the scores remain level “sudden death” will be contested by those not involved in phase 1 (one) including goal keepers.  Should the scores still be level after 7 (seven) penalties each, “sudden death” will continue using the same players, in the same order until, a result is achieved.

14.5
Only those squad members on the pitch at full time will be permitted to compete in the penalty shoot out.

14.6
Only the referee, attacking player and defensive goal keeper will be permitted in the half of the pitch where the competition is being contested.

14.7
NO PERSON is permitted behind the goal line at any stage.
14.8
The referee can order a re-take of any penalty should he / she deem that interference was a contributory factor in the penalty, irrespective of the outcome of the “shot”.

14.9
Match durations will be the same as Series matches (Rule 10.1 above refers).
14.10
Due to F.A. ruling’s concerning the engagement of competitive competitions; the recording of scores and reporting of Under 7’s & Under 8’s mini soccer, this includes and the playing of cup competition(s). No competition will therefore, be afforded, to these divisional age groups by the FDFJFS but friendly fixtures will be generated for ease of arrangement only and it is the responsibility of each club to confirm, organise and play these friendly matches. The Series will not be responsible for these matches.
Code of Conduct
This is the Faversham & District Friendly Series and this spirit should be promoted at all times by players, coaches, managers, parents, spectators and anyone associated with the playing or organisation of the matches.

Clubs are responsible for all those associated with their club and failure to support the spirit of the Series may be asked to leave without completing their fixtures so as to not perpetuate ill feeling.  FDFJFS supports the FA code of conduct as should your club. The Series encourages all clubs to become FA Charter standard.

End of Season

Trophies will be awarded as follows:-
· The Champions of each Division - these remain the property of the ‘Series’ and are to be returned each year.

· The Runners Up of each Division - these remain the property of the ‘Series’ and are to be returned each year.

· Individual medals for each Championship winning team – to be kept by individual players

The penalties above are indicative only and it is at the absolute discretion of the Disciplinary Committee to impose any penalty it deems appropriate, up to and including expulsion of the club, team and/or coach from the Series. 
Multiple transgressions are likely to incur multiple penalties. Each team will start the season with 30 disciplinary points, if this total reaches zero the team will have to appear before the Disciplinary committee will decide, at its absolute discretion, whether the team will be permitted to continue to participate and in such case a further number of disciplinary points will be awarded. Over and above the rules, the Series should be played under the principles of fair play and honesty.
Any club, team or coach found, in the opinion of the Disciplinary Committee, to be in Breach of these principles will be subject to penalties at the discretion of the Disciplinary Committee, up to and including expulsion of the club, team and / or coach from the series.
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
